Documents Required to Apply for Odisha NEET PG 2023 Counselling 

Candidates are advised to keep the following documents ready before filling the application 
online. 

• Matriculation certificate for date of birth 
• MBBS degree/provisional certificate 
• Bank draft of Rs. 2500 (preferable SBI) 
• NEET PG result 2023 
• Scan of full signature as used during NEET PG registration 
• Print out a duly filled and signed online application form 
• Updated medical registration certificate 
• Permanent resident/domicile/nativity certificate 
• Service certificate (if applicable) 
• Authorization letter (if applicable) 
• MBBS mark sheet 
• Internship completion certificate 
• Scan of passport size photograph of the candidate as submitted in NEET PG 

application form 2023 
• Category certificate (if applicable) 

Steps to apply: Carefully follow the guidelines given below to apply for admission to concerned 
PG courses. 

Step 1: Preliminary Registration – The candidate needs to register on the website of DMET, 
Odisha in due time. During the registration process, the candidate has to create his/her username 
and password. These are serve as your login credentials for all your future purposes.
